e Acting — K-2 - Wednesday, October 18, 2017, 8:15-9:00 am, Apollo MPR

e Improv — 3-5, Thursday October 19, 2017, 8:15-9:00 am, Apollo MPR

The basic tools of an actor’s trade - observation, memorization, concentration, and imagination are
Acting presented and explored in an entertaining manner. The students participate in a variety of fun
exercises, learning to apply the actor’s tools to both performing and everyday life.

Improv Participation and teamwork are emphasized as the students learn to act without a script. This
workshop can be geared to all skill levels of students from beginners to more experienced performers.

An afternoon performance will be held on Friday, 1:45-2:55 pm, for 155t grade students only.

All actors who are cast in the main show will be out of class ALL DAY ON FRIDAY October 20!
